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|l nstructions for Carving fiHo

. Swivel knife; Cut the lines of the flower in the sequence shown by the red lines and arrows on page 1 steps

1 through 6. Where two lines come together leave a slight space between them. If you connect the lines,
it will leave a weak spot where the leather will eventually pull up. Do not cut the dotted lines in the cen-
ter of the flower. You will bevel the dotted lines of the flower center later.

. Camouflage; Tool both sides of the flower stem and the right side of the leaf as shown on page 2 step 2.

Hold the camouflage with the points towards you and place the left point of the camouflage slightly to
the right of the center line of the leaf (a 16" of an inch will do) and tilt the tool slightly to the left
(towards the center line) so that the deepest impression will occur by the line with the rest of the impres-
sion tapering off towards the edge of the leaf. This will highlight the vein of the leaf and give a 3 dimen-
sional effect to the leaf after you bevel it.

. Beveller; Bevel the flower lines in the sequence shown in red on page 1 steps 1 through 6. In effect, you are

beveling the closest part of the flower first and farthest part of the flower last. This will give a 3D effect
to your carving. Put the face of the beveller against the line and bevel on the side of the line as shown by
the red arrows. When finished, bevel the dotted lines making sure that the face of the beveller is against
the dotted lines and facing towards the center of the flower so that the flower center will be raised when
you are done.

. Pear shader; Shade the red areas of the flower shown on page 2 step 2. Hold the pear shader with the round

or fat part of the shader facing outwards towards the edge of the flower and the pointed or skinny end
facing inwards towards the center. Start by placing the shader at the outer most part of the area to be
shaded. Strike the first blow fairly hard and gradually soften each successive blow as you move the
shader in towards the center. Also gradually rotate the shader as you move in towards the center to pro-
duce the curved effect. On the end of the main leaf, you can reverse the tool so that the pointed end is
facing outwards if you want.

. Veiner; Tool the left side of the main leaf as shown on page 2 step 3. Hold the veiner with the points to-

wards you and place the right point on the center line of the leaf with the veiner extending to the left side
of the leaf. Start at the bottom with the veiner somewhat horizontal and as you move up the leaf, gradu-
ally rotate the veiner with the left side of the veiner rising above the right side. This will cause the veins
to follow the curvature of the leaf.

. Seeder; Tool the flower center as shown in red on page 2 step 4. Start at one end of the beveled dotted line

and work in a single row towards the other end creating a semi-circular path. Tilt the tool at an approxi-
mately 45 degree angle with the face of the tool pointing in towards the flower center. As you work
around to the other end of the dotted line keep the face of the seeder always pointing towards the flower
center. Once you complete the outer row of seeds, move the tool in one notch, straighten the tool upright
slightly and tool a second semicircular row of seeds again making sure to keep the seeder always pointed
towards the flower center. As you tool each successive row of seeds you will gradually straighten the
seeder until it is upright on the last row or seed. This will give the flower center a 3D effect.

. Backgrounder; Tool the background areas of the flower as shown in red on page 2 step 5. On the back-

ground areas that are not completely enclosed by the flower, gradually lessen the blows as you tool away
from the flower so that the background smoothly tapers into the untooled part of the project.

Swivel knife; Cut the red lines of the “how to” as shown on page 3 step 1.
. Beveller; Bevel on the inside of the “how to” as shown on page 3 step 2. This is because you will be invert-

ing the letters to make them appear sunken rather than raised.

10. Backgrounder; Tool the inside of the “how to” as shown on page 3 step 3.
11. Seeder; Tool the three seeds at the end of the “how to” as shown on page 3 step 4.
12. Swivel knife; This is the final step and where you get to personalize the flower. The cuts shown on page 2

step 6 are simply examples to show you how to cut. Develop your own style. Start each cut somewhat
deep and taper off leaving a shallow tail.
